	Quality of Construction 
	The puzzle shows considerable attention to construction. The items are neatly trimmed. All items are carefully and securely attached to the backing. There are no stray marks, smudges or glue stains. Nothing is hanging over the edges. 
	The puzzle shows attention to construction. The items are neatly trimmed. All items are carefully and securely attached to the backing. A few barely noticeable stray marks, smudges or glue stains are present. Nothing is hanging over the edges. 
	The puzzle shows some attention to construction. Most items are neatly trimmed. All items are securely attached to the backing. A few barely noticeable stray marks, smudges or glue stains are present. Nothing is hanging over the edges. 
	The puzzle was put together sloppily. Items appear to be just “slapped on”. Pieces may be loose or hanging over the edges. Smudges, stains, rips, uneven edges, and/or stray marks are evident. 

	Creativity 
	The student creatively showed exceptional usage of pictures on the puzzle which reflects an exceptional degree of student creativity in his/her creation and/or display.
	Two or more creative ideas or pictures were used on the puzzle. Reflects student creativity in creation and/or display. 
	One or two creative ideas or pictures were placed on the puzzle by the student.
	The student did the minimum requirements on the puzzle – cut and paste.

	Four Dimensions of Health 
	The student thoroughly understands every picture on the puzzle in relation to the four dimensions of health. The relationships are very clear without explanation. 
	The student reasonably understands most pictures on the puzzle as they are related to the four dimensions of health. The relationships are mostly clear without explanation. 
	The student has a fairly reasonable understanding of the four dimensions of health in relation to the pictures. 
	The student’s understanding is weak and illustrates difficulty in understanding how to relate pictures to each dimension of health. 

	Amount of Pictures 
	Each puzzle piece is completely filled with pictures for each dimension of health. 
	Each puzzle piece includes 5 pictures for each dimension of health. 
	Each section includes 3-4 different pictures for each dimension of health. 
	The collage contains 1-2 pictures for each dimension of health. 

	Time and Effort 
	Exceptional time and effort went into the planning and design of the project. It is clear the student worked at home. 
	Student could have put in more time and effort at home. 
	Student did do some work at home. Asked teacher for tape and/or scissors to finish in class.
