6. must follow the format below.

7. must include examples from the story to prove your points.

8. must include a cover sheet with the following information:

· Book Title

· Author

· Your name

· A colorful  hand-drawn illustration pertaining to the book.
9. It is strongly recommended that you hand in your rough draft in order  k to receive feedback from the teacher prior to handing in the final draft.
