Book Report

 Project Directions
Create-An-Award
1. Develop an award for your book.

2. Paragraph #1:  
Describe the award.

3. Paragraph #2:
Explain the criteria that a book must meet in order to earn your award.

4. Paragraph #3:
Explain why this particular book was selected to receive this award.

5. Paragraph #4:
Explain why people should read this particular book based on the given award.

6. Include an example of the award (certificate, seal, trophy, etc.) with your project.

Holiday Gift Bag
1. Choose a holiday gift bag to use for this project.

2. Choose five different items to place in the bag that have some sort of meaning for the story.  If you can’t actually get the items you can draw pictures of them and put the pictures in the bag, or cut out pictures of the items from magazines or fliers, or print out pictures from the computer.

3. On the front of the gift bag include, the title, author, and your name.

4. Inside the gift bag include the items.  You may wrap them if you would like.

5. Paragraph #4:
Explain why people should read this particular book based on the given award.

6. Attached to the back of the gift bag include a paper with five paragraphs.  Each paragraph should why you chose each item and why they are each important to the story.  

Cereal Box
1. Cover an empty cereal box with paper.
2. Decorate the outside of the box with the following story elements.
3. Front of the Box:  The book’s title, author, a made up cereal name that relates to the book, an illustration of the main character eating a bowl of the cereal, and your first and last name.
4. One Side Panel:  A paragraph describing the book’s setting.
5. Other Side Panel:  A paragraph describing the main character.  
6. Back of the Box:  A brief summary of the book and a drawing of the prize in the box that is an important item from the story.   
Poetry Magazine
1. Write at least five poems of five different types about the person you read about in the biography.  (You may write more than five poems.)  Please refer to your poetry folder for the different types of poems.

2. Your poems should reveal important information about the famous person that you studied.  They may rhyme, but they don’t have to.  

3. When you are done writing your poems edit them for spelling, punctuation, etc.  Copy or type them over neatly onto five different pages.

4. Create a colorful cover for your poetry magazine with a clever title that relates to your famous person in some way. 

5. The following things should be on the front cover:

· Your poetry magazine’s Title
· The name of the famous person whom you read about

· Your name

· A large colorful picture of the person that you studied

6.  Your poetry magazine must include a “Table of Contents” with the titles of each poem in the order in which they appear in your magazine along with their page numbers.

7. Each poem must be illustrated with colorful drawings and pictures.  

8. Make sure that you put your pages together like a magazine.  You can use yarn, string, brass fasteners, a three-ring binder, a report cover, or any other method of book binding.
Dear Fifth Grader,

During this school year we will be reading many different books with a variety of characters, plots, and settings.  We will also be having Silent Reading.  In addition,  you will be responsible for completing four different book report projects as well as five book letters (one each month) based on books of your choice.  You should be reading your book report book at home for about twenty minutes every night.  Here are a few requirements for choosing a book report book:

1. The book must be a chapter book.

2. It should be a book that you have not read before.

3. It may not be a book that we have read or are reading in class.

Your book reports should be handwritten.  If you would like to type them you may; however, you should be the typist, not Mom or Dad.  Each book report will count as one test grade.  As you have only one book report due each month I expect that it will be handed in on time.  Your grade will be reduced for each day the book report is late.

Remember to pace yourself while you are reading.  Do not wait until the last minute.  Book reports may be handed in anytime before the assigned due date.  You may also wish to hand in your rough draft so that I can give you feedback on you work before it is actually handed in for a grade.  Please remember to plan ahead.

On the next few pages you will find a list of the projects and due dates as well as directions for each assignment.  KEEP THIS PACKET IN YOUR HOMEWORK FOLDER AT ALL TIMES IN ORDER TO KEEP TRACK OF WHEN EACH BOOK REPORT IS DUE.  If you have any questions please see me right away so that we can discuss your concerns.
