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You will create a suitcase that reflects your state.  Your case should be made from a large shoe box and decorated with pictures and symbols from your state.  Animals that live in your state should be included.  You should include pictures of interesting places, your state flag and pictures of the natural resources from your state.  You may only use three printed pictures.  The rest are for you to draw.  You do not need to be an artist to create a great state suitcase.  You only need to work hard and put your own creativity to work.  Also, make sure that the name of your state appears neatly on the front of your case.   Interesting or strange facts about your state make for fun additions to your case.

2.  Inside the Suitcase

 Key:

Give each of your pictures or symbols a number and then create a key on the inside of your case.  You do not need to write sentences here. Simply write the name of the picture or symbol.  
Choose and create 2 out of the five possible reports to place inside your suitcase.
A) History:

Create a time line of the key historical events important to the history of your state.
B) Tourism

Choose 1 location (i.e. museums, national parks, historical landmarks, no amusement or similar parks) and write an essay of at least 100 words on the location. Include a description, where it is located, and activities you could do there.  The essay must be on the same page with a title and at least one picture. Pictures may be hand drawn or a photograph/computer image.

C) Flora & Fauna

Choose one plant or animal.  For the plant or animal, write an essay of at least 100 words including a description, where it lives and if it is endangered/threatened (if applicable) with a title and at least one picture.  The essay, title and picture must be on the same page.  Pictures may be hand drawn or a photograph/computer image. 
D) Famous Person from Your State

Find a famous person who is from your state.  Write an essay of at least 100 words telling about that person’s life and how he/ she had an impact on your state.  Include a picture of the person hand drawn or computer image.  The essay, title and picture must be on the same page.
E)  Economy & Natural Resources

Describe the economy and natural resources of your state.  Write an essay of at least 100 words telling about the natural resources and ways to make money in your state.  The essay, title and picture must be on the same page.  Pictures may be hand drawn or a photograph/computer image.

Required

Works Cited Page -You will be responsible for making a list of resources (books, articles and websites) you have used for your project.  The form is attached.  Your work cited page should be typed and should be the last page of your report.                   
3.  Presentations 

- At the completion of this project each student will be expected to spend about 5 minutes in front of the class sharing what they have created.   This is not a time to read the report, but instead to informally share artwork on the travel case and interesting information.  A brief introduction including the state’s name, capital, region, and 2-4 interesting facts learned from the written portion should be prepared on note cards. Be prepared to tell about what you have learned using your case as a guide.  (Hint- Do not put anything you do not understand on your case- you must be able to explain everything).
