II. matter - anything that takes up space and has weight

III. buoyant - able to rise to the surface when placed in water

IV. float - to stay at the top 

V. sink- to drop to the bottom

VI. material – what an object is made of, such as wood or metal

VII. gas – state of matter that does not have its own shape and fills all the space it can

VIII. liquid – state of matter that does not have its own shape but always takes up the same amount of space

IX. solid – state of matter that has its own shape and always takes up the same amount of space

X. physical property – how something looks, feels,  smells, tastes, or sounds

XI. mass – the amount of matter in an object
