2. dividend- the number to be divided in a division sentence

3. divisor- the number by which a dividend is divided

4. quotient- the answer to a division problem

5. operation- addition, subtraction, multiplication and division

6. even number- a whole number that has 0, 2, 4, 6, or 8 in the ones place

7. odd number- a whole number that has 1, 3, 5, 7, or 9 in the ones place.
