-a polygon that has six sides and six angles

octagon


-a polygon that has eight sides and eight angles

quadrilateral

a polygon that has four sides and four angles

line



-a straight path that is endless in both 

 directions

point



-an exact position often marked by a dot

line segment

-part of a line that has two end points

ray



-part of a line that begins at a point and is 

 endless in one direction

intersecting lines

-lines that cross at a point

parallel line


-lines that do not intersect

angle



-two rays with a common endpoint

right angle


-an angle that forms a square corner

acute angle


-an angle that is smaller than a right angle

obtuse angle

-an angle that is greater than a right angle

slide



-to move a plane figure in one direction

flip



-to turn a plane figure over

turn



-to rotate a plane figure

congruent


-figures that have the same size and shape

symmetry


-a figure has symmetry if it can be folded 

 along a line so that both parts match exactly

line of symmetry

-a line on which a figure can be folded so 

 that both sides are congruent

unit



-a quantity used as a standard measure

perimeter


-the distance around a closed figure

area



-the number of square units needed to cover 

 a closed figure

square unit


-the unit used to measure area

volume


-the number of cubic units needed to fill a 

 solid figure

cubic unit


-the unit used to measure volume

coordinate grid

-a graph used to locate points

coordinate pair
