We have learned that there are four types of sentences:

1. statement

2. question

3. exclamation

4. command

All sentences give a complete thought. They all begin with capital letters and end with a punctuation mark. Statements and commands end with a period. A question ends with a question mark, but an exclamation ends with an exclamation mark, (!).

A statement is a sentence that tells something.

        I am getting a new bicycle next Friday.

A question is a sentence that asks something.

        When is the third grade meeting next week?

An exclamation is a sentence that shows strong feeling.

         Wow, I am excited about this trip!

A command is a sentence that gives an order or direction.

          Go put your homework in the bin on my desk.

There at two parts to every sentence: the subject and the predicate.

The subject is the part of a sentence that names the person or thing the sentence is about. The subject is usually at the beginning of a sentence. The subject is underlined in these sentences:

Nina and Cory live in Washington D.C.

It is the capital of the United States.

Many people move there every year.

Tourists visit the Washington Memorial.

The predicate tells what the subject is or does.

The predicate is underlined in these sentences.

The dog barked loudly.

Chelsea baked cookies and brownies.

These gloves are very warm.
