Note that it is no longer required to purchase your own graphing calculator.  A classroom set is available in both the math and math resource room classrooms.  If you prefer to purchase one, please make sure it is a TI-83 or TI-84 plus.

· Graded quizzes and tests

· Flash cards
Math textbooks are available in the Resource Room classroom.

Resource Room Rubric:
Your resource room folder contains a rubric listing what is expected of you each day in resource room.  At the end of the period you will evaluate yourself in 5 areas, earning a point for each task performed.  Your daily grade is the total number of points earned.  
Grade Calculation:

Your quarterly grade is determined by adding your total number of points earned and dividing by the total possible number of points.  This numeric grade is converted to a letter grade of Excellent=90-100%, Satisfactory=70-89%, or Unsatisfactory=69% or lower.
Teacher Web Page:
I maintain a web page which can be accessed by clicking on my maroon name on the faculty page of the Arlington High School website.  This site is updated frequently so refer to it often for important announcements, report card dates, classroom handouts, and other relevant information.   Bookmark this page for easy access.  
Extra Help:
I am available most days before and after school for extra help with prior arrangements.  Extra help can also be obtained at the Math Learning Center in room 1450.  It is open every period of the school day and can be accessed during a free period (lunch, study hall, etc.) with a pass from your math teacher.  
Classroom Procedures:
· You must be in your seat ready to work when the bell rings.  If you are not, you are late for class.
· You are expected to work the entire class period.  Work may include homework, reviewing notes, preparing for an upcoming quiz/test and additional practice of math skills. 
· Ask for help when needed.  It is not necessary to raise your hand.
· Help yourself to textbooks on the bookshelf and supplies such as graph paper, rulers and scrap paper.   You do not need to ask permission to get out of your seat, but please do so without disturbing others.
· Complete your classroom rubric at the end of class.
Classroom Management:
· The classroom computer is for educational use only.   Inappropriate use of the computer will result in loss of computer privileges.
· You are expected to provide your own writing utensils.  Some pens/pencils may be available in the cup on the table next to your folders to borrow for class.  Please remember to return the borrowed item at the end of class. 
· Students may not be in the hall without a pass.  Writing passes is time-consuming and disruptive to class; therefore, you will not be permitted to leave the classroom, except in emergency situations.  Take care of bathroom breaks and locker visits between classes or during free periods (lunch, study hall, etc.).  In addition, you have 10 minutes before homeroom, 8 minutes before lunch, and another 10 minutes at the end of the day to go to your locker and/or bathroom.  
Classroom Rules:

· Be considerate and respectful of others.  Put-downs, name calling, teasing, inappropriate language and derogatory comments will NOT be tolerated.  
· Remain in your seat until the bell rings.  You may pack up 2 minutes before the end of class, but remain seated.  
· Always do your best.  Never give up on yourself.
