States of Matter

· Matter – has mass

· Element – made of same type of atom (ex. Hydrogen is made of H atoms)

· Chemical Compound – made of different atoms (ex. Water = H2O)

· Molecule – a water molecule is a chemical compound made of 2 Hydrogen atoms and 1 Oxygen atom bonded together)

1. LIQUID – fixed volume/ no fixed shape; molecules slide around

2.  SOLID – fixed shape/fixed volume; molecules locked together

3. GAS – no fixed volume or shape; molecules are far apart

Other state of matter – plasma, colloids, Bose-Einstein condensates 

Freezing Point – liquid changes to solid
Boiling Point – liquid changes to gas
