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Write a personal letter to the author of your summer reading book.  In your letter, be sure to include the following:

· State whether or not you enjoyed the book and explain why (if you did not enjoy the book, please give suggestions about how it could be made better)
· Explain how you felt about the main character (Can you relate his/her experiences to your own?  Are his/her experiences somehow related to events in today’s world?)
· Write about one important event in the book that helped you understand the book’s theme (in other words, what events happened in the book that made you go, “A-ha!  I understand what it is all about now!”)?
· Use correct personal letter format
What not to do:


Do not write a book report


Do not write a plot summary


Do not say that you were forced to read the book and you hated it 


If you did not like the book and can’t relate to it in any way, you chose the wrong 
book to read!  
To begin, fill out the outline organizer on the next page.  You may type or hand-write this letter.  Make sure to spell check!  If you run out of space on the organizer, use your notebook.
