Myth Portfolio Guidelines/Checklist
Follow these steps and guidelines to complete your Mythology Portfolio.  You need not do thing in this order, but be sure to check off each item as it is completed.

1. Create a Rough Draft Page for your Works Cited entries:



Write “WORKS CITED DRAFT” at the top



Skip a line



Record every Works Cited entry for the sources you use on this page.

2. Find an appropriate picture for your cover page.  
Copy this picture, or print out the entire page if it is from the internet

Create a Works Cited entry for this picture, and include in on your Works Cited Draft page
Create your cover page.  Either type or HAND-PRINT NEATLY.  Use the format provided in your project packet.

Create a CITATION in parentheses that identifies the source for your picture.  This should go directly under the picture, centered.

3. Find a portrait to include in your portfolio

Copy this picture, or print out the entire page if it is from the internet

Create a Works Cited entry for this picture, and include in on your Works Cited Draft page

Create your portrait page.  Either type or HAND-PRINT NEATLY.  Use the format provided in your project packet.

Create a CITATION in parentheses that identifies the source for your picture.  This should go directly under the picture, centered.

4. Find information about your character either in the books provided, or on the internet. If your information comes from the internet, print out the page.
Create a Works Cited entry for this page, and include in on your Works Cited Draft page

Using the note-taking form, take notes for inclusion in your resume:
· Birth and parentage

· Education/training if any

· Powers

· Accomplishments

If you are taking notes from a book, make certain that you indicate the page number from which your information comes

5. Organize the information from your notes into the appropriate spaces on the resume form.  After each item of information, remember to CITE THE SOURCE from which it came. 

CITATIONS belong in parentheses DIRECTLY FOLLOWING EACH ITEM OF INFORMATION.

6. Find an artifact that represents something significant that your character did. 

Copy the picture of this artifact, or print out the entire page if it is from the internet

Create a Works Cited entry for this picture, and include in on your Works Cited Draft page

Create your artifact page.  Either type or HAND-PRINT NEATLY.  Use the format provided in your project packet.

Create a CITATION in parentheses that identifies the source for your picture.  This should go directly under the picture, centered.

7. Find a picture of a symbol that represents your character. 

Copy the picture of this symbol, or print out the entire page if it is from the internet

Create a Works Cited entry for this picture, and include in on your Works Cited Draft page

Create your symbol page.  Either type or HAND-PRINT NEATLY.  Use the format provided in your project packet.

Create a CITATION in parentheses that identifies the source for your picture.  This should go directly under the picture, centered.

8. Find an interesting story about your character, either in the books provided, or on the internet. If your information comes from the internet, print out the page.

Create a Works Cited entry for this page, and include in on your Works Cited Draft page

Write the story IN YOUR OWN WORDS. 

Create a CITATION in parentheses that identifies the source for your story.  This should go directly after the story, in parentheses.  If you use more than one source for your story, please ask for guidance as to how to complete these citations

9. Write a FINAL DRAFT of your Works Cited page.

List the separate entries in ALPHABETICAL ORDER.

Everything should be double spaced

Start each entry at the left margin, and indent additional lines 5 spaces.

10. Put your portfolio together in this order:
· Cover page

· Portrait

· Resume

· Artifact

· Symbol

· Story

· Works Cited.

· Rubric
