· Symbols that represent your deity – at least TWO
· TWO Significant Stories about your deity – re-written IN YOUR OWN WORDS
· Artifacts that represent some significant event/person/accomplishment in the life of your deity – AT LEAST TWO

How Arthur Died

After the Battle of Badon, Arthur was gravely wounded.  Sir Bedivere carried him away from the battlefield in hopes of reviving him. When it was clear that there was no hope, Arthur asked Bedivere to take his sword, Excalibur, and throw it into the lake known as Dozmary, then return and tell him what he had seen.

Bedivere took the sword and threw it as hard as he could out over the lake.  As he watched, the water began to stir, and an arm appeared, clad in shite and silver chain mail.  It rose up out of the water and grasped the sword Excalibur.  The arm waved the sword three times, circling the air, then withdrew into the water again, taking the sword with it.

Sir Bedivere returned to Arthur and reported all that he had seen, and as he spoke, a barge appeared, coming toward them over the water, shrouded in mists. The King asked Bedivere to help him into the barge, and so he did.  There were three noble women in the barge;  they seemed to be queens.  As Arthur entered the barge and lay down, one of them said to him, “Oh my brother, you have been too long away from me in the land of man, and have suffered a grievous wound.  Do you return with me to Avalon, there to be healed.”  And the women all cried to see their king so weakened. (Mallory)
As the barge drifetd away, Bedivere asked the king, “What shall I do now that I have no king to follow, and no one to lead us into battle?”  And Arthur replied, “Be at peace, and be comforted.  Do the best you can; follow the way of the Round Table.  That is where your strength lies – not in me.  I am going to the Vale of Avalon to be healed of my wound;  then I will return.  Pray for me.” Then the boat drifted out into the water.
