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Each animal has its role in the community.                        
This role is called its ecological niche.
An animal’s niche includes things such as 

· how the animal gathers food

· the animal’s role in the food chain

· what the animal gives and does for the community

· the animal’s habits and periods of activity

An animal’s niche can be described as “what it does for a living”.  

In a sense, this role can be compared to what people do for a living, that is, the jobs or professions in the communities they live.

The major purpose of this activity is for you to understand the concept  of ecological niche, by making a job listing poster which to help fill empty niches in your community
Steps:

1. Choose your ecosystem or biome
2. Choose a book to find an animal to study.

3. Find answers to 6 of the job questions below.

4. Cite sources.
