Technology Resource Guide for parents of SCCS students.
The following guidelines are for parents who have students attending the SCCS District.  These guidelines should help parents understand how technology services are provided at SCCS and how they can help their children utilize these services to their best advantage.

General

1. All students at SCCS (pre-k through grade 12) are provided with an account on the SCCS network.  Included with this account is 20 mg of storage space on the district servers.

2. Parents must sign permission forms to allow student to access the network.  These forms are signed when the student first enters the district (at any grade level) and again at the beginning of the 6th grade.  

Programs
1. Software programming is determined by grade level and by classes the student is actively participating in.

2. Students are not allowed to use e-mail, although a proposal is under review to grant access to certain student leadership groups.

Security
1. All student accounts are password protected.  The accounts are secure if the student does not share his/her password.  If the student suspects unauthorized intrusion of his/her files the password will be changed.

2. The network is protected by a firewall at OCM BOCES and again at SCCS.  Internet content is filtered at SCCS and reviewed on a daily basis.

3. Students are instructed not to reveal personal or confidential information via the internet. 

Compatibility
1. The SCCS District maintains a three year lease cycle on hardware (computers and servers) according to the Technology Plan filed with OCM BOCES and the NYS Education Department.  We also update and maintain the software to keep pace with current offerings.  As such, we often have programs that are incompatible with the technology that students have at home.  To facilitate the transition of files between these two locations we offer several options.  These are:

a. We maintain several computers with software at school which run or will open older software programming.

b. We maintain a Citrix server farm which allows any student with Internet access to connect to the SCCS network and use the programs and their personal storage space.
c. Students can transfer files and data via cd’s, usb flashdrives and 3.5 floppy (limited access for 3.5 floppy)
