THE JANET H. GRISWOLD MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP (UNDERGRADUATES)

Janet Griswold was an educator. After her death in 1981, a memorial scholarship was established bearing her name.
Because she had been an active member of both New York and California chapters, these two states share the
income from this fund. The Scholarships are administered through the P.E.O. Foundation. Only the net income
from these funds is used for scholarships.

THE NEW YORK STATE MASTER’S DEGREE SCHOLARSHIP was created in 2000 with the inspiration of

the past presidents of New York State chapter. It was established in the P.E.O. Foundation to provide assistance for
women pursuing a Master’s Degree.
