En10 Research Outline
Explain how the research process has narrowed down the vast information from everything possible, to what is in the library, to what sources you chose THAT ANSWERED THE TASK, to highlighting ONLY the sections in that source that ANSWERED THE TASK --- and then copied that information onto the note cards in small chunks.  What will the paper be built from?  Those note cards!  And the rest will be your words explaining the note card information and the filler words.  

So NOW that you know your note cards are going to become your paper, what do you have to do with them?  ORGANIZE THEM!  This is where you put them in piles (steps #9-11).  Maybe you want to organize them according to the grading rubric (task), like Ms. Steinbar did.  Whichever way you decided to do it, you have to have TOPICS for each paragraph first.  Then the bullets in that paragraph will be the details directly from your note cards. 

No need to copy that information from your entire note card.  The outline’s job is only to make sure you have answered what you need to answer in an organized way.  So put as LITTLE information on the outline as possible, just so you know which card comes next.  I would think the SLUG that we have been talking about for so long would work well here (
