FOCUS of your research project

Your finished research project should completely answer the following questions:
· Introduction:  
· Should contain ONE SENTENCE (thesis) that explains how the motif in the book is important to the story.  
· You will then (in another brief sentence) give highlights to outline points you will make about how this motif shows up in the story, and what research you have found to give you better understanding about that topic.
· Each body paragraph should CLEARLY examine one part of the motif, show how it was used in the book and explain from the research (with in-text citations) what more you know about that part of the motif. 
· The end product of your research should show that you:
· Completely understood the book as a whole
· Know what motif is

· Have focused on ONE MOTIF and thoroughly explained it through MLA format

· Have found relevant source information to back up your understanding of this motif

· Can follow directions and cite sources using MLA format for works cited and coordinated in-text citations

· Met the criteria for number of sources, number of quotes and page length

· Write using Standard Written English and follow rules of mechanics and grammar so this is an error-free piece of writing

· Are organized in your writing, so that the piece has flow of logic

· Are able to write with enough detail so that your reader doesn’t have to guess about what your point is

· Know how to synthesize source writing into your own style so it reads more easily

Final paper should be THREE FULL pages in length + works cited, follow composition rules, and align with the other instructions in the writing packet.  Make sure you have BOTH in-text citations and works cited page or you will earn 0 out of a possible 300 essay points!

 SOURCES & REQUIREMENTS

Your completed research project should show the appropriate use of:

· 3 different sources.   Your book, The Gospel According to Larry, counts as one source.  The other two fit into book or media sources (according to MLA packet).  NO COMPUTER/INTERNET SOURCES ALLOWED!
· Of course, all three of your sources must be listed on the works cited page (according to MLA packet directions) AND have coordinating in-text citations in the paragraphs to count as a source. 
· You must include three quotes from the book (GATL) in your research and cite them with in-text citations.  These should back up your point that the motif exists.

_____  Make connections between motif in book to motif from sources – 20 pts.
_____  Clearly explains points to reader – 20 pts.

_____  Utilize relevant source information to explain motif further – 10 pts. 
_____  Show detailed understanding of  the book as whole – 10 pts.

_____  Include enough relevant detail to fill length requirement (3 pages) – 10 pts.

_____  Essay is organized  (thesis statement, topic sentences, details, transitions) – 30 pts.

_____  Main idea and supporting details in each paragraph – 30 pts. 

_____  Grammar (usage) – 20 pts.

_____  Mechanics (spelling, sentence structure) – 20 pts.

MLA Format (as per the research handouts) 

_____  Uses at least 3 different sources  – 30 pts. 

_____  In-text citations used according to format – 30 pts.
