The Wave Unit Essay 09
We have discussed poetry this year and you understand how songs are really poetry set to music (the good lyrics, anyway).  And we also worked quite a bit with current events this year – what with all the research on the election in the fall.  So – this is going to be an open-ended unit essay, you can chose what you want to do with it (within this criteria). 

You need to think of the major themes in this story.

You need to brainstorm and research and find EITHER



A song



A poem



A quote (not from the book)



A current event article (within the last month)


to connect to the theme of this story that you have chosen.  

THEN – you have to write about this connection (much like the Task III from T2C essay) by 

1. clearly writing what the theme is that you are connecting the two pieces with

2. organizing the writing into paragraphs explaining EACH comparison (don’t focus on contrasts here at all)

3. utilizing formal written language  (no SLANG or abbreviations)

4. including plenty of detail to prove you understand the task

5. clearly showing you comprehend the book by citing examples from the story to back up your comparison

This will not be turned in as an ‘essay’ – like it normally would.  Instead, you will be presenting this information to the class!  You can use note cards, a powerpoint, posters, etc… but DO NOT JUST READ IT TO US!!!

You will have to provide copies of your song/poem/quote/article for the entire class to have/keep and use to take notes on.  It is up to YOU to make sure we all understand why you chose this piece to connect with the story.  Be prepared to answer reasonable questions.  And, as usual, I would be HAPPY to help you after school BEFORE you due date!
