** word, part of speech, definition, and example in context to be written on the board each Monday.  Students need to write 3 sentences using the word in context (narrowing down to show complete understanding of the definition).  Sentences due Friday.  Part of sentence including word (following usage rules) plus explanation of WHY (to show understanding) – or result – whichever fits best example = one sentence. (Have peers check in composition notebook on Thursday… turn in correct versions to teacher on Friday.)  Worth 5 pts each.  (Sentence makes sense = 2 pts.  context clues correct = 3 pts  NO CONTEXT CLUES = 0!) 

Need to write 3 sentences using the WOTW correctly AND including context clues in each sentence – something that proves you know what the word really means.

ROOT WORD  “bene” – meaning  good or well

BENEFIT (noun) -- something that is advantageous or good; a payment or gift.

Ex.  The company offers its employees a pension plan, free health insurance, and other benefits, in addition to their regular paychecks.

BENEFICIAL (adj.) -- Producing or promoting a favorable result.

Ex.  It would be beneficial to have money in savings during these hard times in our country so    that you have security in case you lose your job or something.

BENEFACTOR (noun) – supporter, patron, sponsor, person who makes a bequest (donation) to an institution for a cause.

MALICIOUS (adj)—deliberately hateful or spiteful


Syn:  cruel

Ex.  After her boyfriend broke up with her for her best friend, Colleen spread a malicious and false rumor that her best friend stole hundreds of dollars from the class treasury.

MALADJUSTED (adj)-- badly or unsatisfactorily adjusted, esp. in relationship to one's social circumstances, environment, etc.

Ex.  The shy child was maladjusted to the new classroom, so it took him many weeks to make new friends.

MAELSTROM (n)-- n.  1.  A whirlpool of extraordinary size or violence (literal)

2.  A violent or turbulent situation: caught in the maelstrom of war. (figurative)

Ex.  1.  The ship has to maneuver around the dangerous maelstrom in order to avoid being sucked into certain destruction.  

2 .  As I entered the store, I was overwhelmed by a maelstrom of rude holiday shoppers.

CORPSE (noun) – a dead body, usually of a human or animal; something no longer useful

Ex.  It wasn’t a surprise that the magic shop had corpses on sale in time for Halloween.  There is nothing more scary for All Hallow’s Eve than the thought of the dead among us.

CORPULENT (adj.) – body that is large or bulky; fat; stout

Ex.  Many ads offer to help corpulent people become more healthy, but not everyone who is thin is always healthy.

CORPORAL (adj.) – of the human body; physical; bodily

Ex.  Many people don’t realize that corporal punishment includes any bodily punishment, and isn’t solely limited to the death penalty.

AMBIDEXTROUS (adj)-- able to use both hands equally well


Ex. The ambidextrous quarterback was at a distinct advantage over other athletes because he was comfortable throwing the ball with either hand.

AMBIGUOUS (adj)-- open to or having several possible meanings or interpretations

Ex. Mr. Jones gave such an ambiguous response to Sara’s question about the assignment that she still was unsure if she understood the material correctly.  


Syn:  vague, unclear

AMBIVALENCE (n)-- The coexistence of opposing attitudes or feelings, such as love and hate, toward a person, object, or idea; uncertainty or indecisiveness as to which course to follow (adj—ambivalent)
         Ex.  Jennifer was ambivalent about applying to out of state colleges; she liked the idea of experiencing a new environment, but she was also nervous about being too far away from home and her family.

AMBIENT (adj)-- of the surrounding area or environment: The tape recorder picked up too many ambient noises. The temperature in the display case was 20° lower than the ambient temperature;
completely surrounding; encompassing: the ambient air.


Ex. The ambient lighting in the restaurant was low, but a bright candle at each table lit up immediate space sufficiently.
