Plugging in the Lightware Projector to your Computer

1 – Set up the lightware in your room so you will be shooting onto a white screen or whiteboard about 10-15 floor tiles away.  I don’t recommend the whiteboard as much due to the glare, but it still works.

2 – Make sure you can reach the outlet in your room, or you will need an extension cord.

3 – Make sure your computer is off before you start or the lightware will not work.
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4 - 
This is the back of the lightware without any plugs in it.  The left side is for power and the right side is for computer connections.
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5 – Find the black power cord and plug it into the back left side of the lightware.  It should also be plugged into the cart, so only the cart’s power cable needs to be plugged into the wall outlet.
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6 – Find the wide end of the black computer cable and plug it into the bottom port of the lightware.
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7 – Take one of the beige extension cables and 

plug the male end into the top port of the lightware.
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8 - Using the bottom black cable out of the lightware, connect the other beige extension cable to the end of it.  Only one end will fit into the cable.


9 – Go to your computer and look behind it for the blue monitor cable coming out of the back.


10 – Unscrew the monitor cable and plug it into the end of the extension cable that is plugged into the top port of the lightware.

11 – Go to the black cable that is plugged into the bottom port of the lightware.  Connect that cable to the blue monitor cable port that is in the back of your computer. 

12 – Turn on the lightware first and then the computer.  Push the red button on the lightware to see the image on the screen.
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
