tIn order for a school to receive $20 from Upromise, members must apply and be
approved for a Citi Upromise card and use the card within 90 days of first linking their
Upromise account to a school account.

*Participating schools will only be compensated for one Member per household. In
addition, bonuses will only be credited to a participating school if the school is linked
to the Member’s Upromise account at the time when the bonuses are credited. If a
member is linked to multiple schools at the time when bonuses are credited, such
bonuses will be divided evenly among all linked participating schools.

**Actual earnings will vary based on parent participation levels. Chart represents earning
potential if 200 families earn first-time bonuses for each of the eligible activities
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
