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Regular verbs form the past and past participle by adding -d or -ed
(or -ied)

Irregular verbs don't end in -d or -eg, they just need to be memorized.
REMEMBER: THESE ARE NOT TENSES - they are verb parts!

Principal Parts of Some Irregular Verbs

Present Participle Past Participle

(is) being has) been
(is) blowing has) blown
(is) doing has) done
(is) driving has) driven
(is) flying has) flown
(is) freezing has) frozen
(is) having has) had
(is) lending has) lent
(is) making has) made
(is) ringing has) rung
(is) seeing has) seen
(is) speaking has) spoken
(is) stealing has) stolen
(is) swimming has) swum
(is) taking has) taken
(is) tearing has) torn
(is) throwing has) thrown
(is) writing has) written
