Harmony = 2 or more notes, played or sung, simultaneously (at the same time)

Unison = all voices, or instruments, singing or playing the same notes at the same time.
Accompaniment = the part of a song designed to serve as background or support for the melody.  In our classes, we add Orff instruments, percussion instruments, resonator bells, and sometimes autoharps as the accompaniment to our singing.

Other ways we have used harmony:
Canons & Rounds: Two or more groups sing the same song, starting at different times.  The harmony occurs when the groups overlap.
Partner Songs: Two or more groups sing different songs at the same time.

Ostinatos: One group sings, or plays, a short repeated pattern while another group sings the entire song.
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
