Human Anatomy & Physiology

Course Objectives:  This course is a more detailed study of human anatomy (body structure) & physiology (body function) than the students had in freshman biology.
We will study the 11 organ systems: endocrine, immune, digestive, urinary, muscular, nervous, respiratory, cardiovascular, reproductive, integumentary, and skeletal systems.

We will also study problems and diseases of these organ systems.  The fourth quarter involves dissecting a fetal pig.  The students will learn the names and locations of the muscles, blood vessels, and other body parts of the pig, which is a typical mammal.
