Latin II Syllabus
Text: Jenny’s Second Year Latin (1987); Latin Everywhere, Everyday a Latin Phrase Workbook by Heimbach; The New College Latin and English Dictionary by Traupman

Course Description:

            Latin II is a traditional intermediate course intended to introduce the more complex structures of Latin Grammar to enable the student to translate Latin authors, especially Caesar’s Commentaries on the Gallic Wars. Vocabulary and grammar skills will be supplemented with the study of Roman culture, mythology, history, government, word derivations, and Latin phrases.  

Objectives:

1. To study the more complex structures of Latin grammar in preparation for reading Latin authors.

2. To strengthen the student’s vocabulary through the study of word derivation and Latin phrases.

3. To introduce the student to Roman prose through the study of Caesar’s Commentaries on the Gallic Wars.

4. To increase the student’s understanding of Roman civilization, government and the Roman army during the last 100 years of the Republic

5. To read orally Latin passages of moderate difficulty with evidence of comprehension.

6. To express ideas in Latin, using familiar vocabulary, appropriate grammatical forms and syntax.

7. To review those areas of study for the National Latin Exam.

Grading:

          Foreign Language testing day is Wednesday.
          All work is determined by assignment of word point value.  Example:  nouns= 3 points, verbs= 4 points, prep. = 1 point, identifying constructions = 3 points.  Total points are converted to 100 point scale for quarter and semester grades.

           The student keeps all his graded papers in his 3-ring binder except important tests, which are kept in the class room, in a metal rolling hanging file holder, which holds a file for each student. The student is encouraged to keep a running tab of his grade in his binder.

          When a student is absent, work is due the next day during his class period.  No late work is accepted.  Tests are to be taken the day the student returns to school.  It is the student’s responsibility to remind me to give/schedule the make-up test.

          Just as the student is expected to take the PLAN or PSAT test, the National Latin Exam is required.  The National Latin Exam is administered Tuesday morning of 3rd Quarter Exams.   An absence is view as truancy and a grade of “0” will be given.  Do not schedule doctor/dentist appointments.
          Assignments are written on the board on Mondays for the current week as well as “on line.” Important assignment dates are usually given weeks in advance.


The first semester exam is Dec. 15, 1-2:30 pm.  Second semester exam is May 25, 1-2:30 pm.  The semester exam is 20% of the semester exam.

 Behavior Evaluation

10% of the student’s grade will be based on classroom behavior.


There are two categories of inappropriate behavior:  verbal and non-verbal.


Inappropriate behavior involving verbal responses will result in a reduction of 2% per day of behavioral points.  Some examples may be talking, name calling, etc.


Inappropriate behavior involving non-verbal behavior that is distractive or disruptive to fellow students will result in a reduction of 5% per day of behavioral points.  Some examples may be tripping, chewing gum, throwing objects, etc.
Inappropriate behavior demerits will be cumulative and may surpass the 10% total.  Good behavior will be rewarded with the addition of the 10% behavioral points to a student’s total of grade points.
