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Syllabus – Latin Literature – Vergil

Latin Literature – Vergil is a more advanced traditional course intended to develop skills in the translating of poetry found in Vergil’s Aeneid. The students will continue the study of word derivation as well as Greek and Roman mythology.

Objectives

1. To continue the study of Latin grammar in its more complex syntax.

2. To study versification techniques and figures of speech.

3. To study the grammar, works, and style of Vergil.

4. To study the Augustan Age historically and its literature.

5. To study the Trojan War and Greek and Roman mythology as it applies to the

the epic poem the Aeneid.

      6.   To increase the student’s vocabulary through the study of word

 derivation and Latin phrases.

7.  To read in English those books of the Aeneid not Translated in class.

Text – Vergils’s Aeneid by Pharr and The Aeneid translated by Fitzgerald

Grading
All foreign language tests are on Wednesdays.  The semester exam is December 14, from 1-2:30 pm. Second semester exam is May 24, 1-2:30 pm.   Major tests are kept on file in the classroom.  Weekly smaller tests, from which major tests are often derived, are handed back to the student to keep in his 3-ring binder. 
 The National Latin Exam is administered during the third quarter exam week on Tuesday morning; hence, there is no late arrival that Tuesday morning.   The National Latin Exam is required.  An absence is viewed as truancy and a grade of “0” will be given.
When a student is absent, work is due the next day during his class period.  No late work is accepted.  Tests are to be taken the day the student returns to school.  It is the student’s responsibility to remind me to give/schedule the make-up test.

Behavior Evaluation

10% of the student’s grade will be based on classroom behavior.


There are two categories of inappropriate behavior:  verbal and non-verbal.


Inappropriate behavior involving verbal responses will result in a reduction of 2% per day of behavioral points.  Some examples may be talking, name calling, etc.


Inappropriate behavior involving non-verbal behavior that is distractive or disruptive to fellow students will result in a reduction of 5% per day of behavioral points.  Some examples may be tripping, chewing gum, throwing objects, etc.
Inappropriate behavior demerits will be cumulative and may surpass the 10% total.  Good behavior will be rewarded with the addition of the 10% behavioral points to a student’s total of grade points.
