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Vascular tissue – tubes that carry nutrients / waste –  EX: blood vessels, plant stems
Remember tissue??? - - made up of cells, tissues make up organs…etc.

2 main groups of plants – vascular and nonvascular

Vascular – containing vessels (“ships”)  water / waste carried through vessels -----  


EX:  trees, flowers, ferns

Nonvascular – NO vessels – water passes directly to cells


EX:  – ferns, mosses

Animals – vertebrates / invertebrates

Vertebrates – have backbone

Invertebrates – no backbone

Fungus – absorbs food from their environment

· one celled or many celled

Ex: yeasts, mildews, molds, mushrooms

Protists – has a nucleus and membrane, can be one celled or many celled
· some make their own food

· some hunt for food

· EX: algae, sea weed
Bacteria – tiniest living things


- single cell without nucleus


- can cluster together, make a chain
