Predator – animal that eats other animals

Mimicry – adaptation that helps animals protect themselves by it looking like another animal, especially something unpleasant




      mimics

EX

 syrphid fly ------- yellow jacket



Viceroy ----------- monarch butterfly



Thornbug----------thorns

Camouflage – adaptation by blending in with surroundings





Shape – leaf butterflies



Color -  dark colored peppermouth

Protective coloration – type of camouflage where colors blend in w/ surroundings

Inherited bevior– passed down from one generation to another



Ex:  bird building a nest

Instinct = inherited behavior

Heredity – passing of inherited traits from parents to offspring

Hybrids – offspring of parents that have different form of same trait


Ex:  donkey + horse = mule

Crossbreeding – producing offspring by mating individuals from 2 different varieties of species

Diversity – wide variety of traits from same population --- “different”

Good to have diversity b/c it promotes good traits being passed on

“SURVIVAL OF THE FITTEST”


If all the same, and don’t have characteristics to survive – most likely all die out.
