Syllabus

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Geometry is the study of the basic concepts of plane geometry. Geometry is also a building block to higher mathematics courses.  An organized and disciplined approach to developing a system of formal proofs is used, and the student will work with lines, planes, angles, triangles, circles, areas and volumes.

Geometry is a core curriculum course, a college-prep program requirement and a pre-requisite for advanced placement math classes.  Mastering this course give a student a distinct advantage on the ACT or SAT test. It is also an end of instruction test course and your score will become part of your permanent transcript.
GOALS/OBJECTIVES

Students will develop critical thinking skills and learn to communicate mathematically. They will develop an understanding of geometric symbols and concepts which will provide insights into the uses of geometry in everyday life.  They will develop skills that will improve their logical reasoning.

CLASS RULES/PROCEDURES

1. Be in your assigned seat, ready to work when the tardy bell finished its ring.

2. Bring paper, pencils, books, and completed assignments every day.

3. Keep hands, feet, books, and objects to yourself.

4. Respect and be polite to each other.

ABSENCES

The absence and tardy policy set forth by the Vinita Public Schools will be followed by each student enrolled in this class. In the case of a known absence, you should get any assignments before you leave and have them completed when you return.  If you are absent on the day of a test or quiz and you knew about it beforehand, you are expected to take the test or quiz on the day you return.  It is the student’s responsibility to take care of make-up work.

HOMEWORK
Homework will be assigned after the introduction of new material. Homework is due at the beginning of the next class period unless otherwise specified. If a student is absent, their homework assignment is due the next time they are in class unless other arrangements have been made with the teacher. 
Homework assignments will each be worth 10 points. The assignment must be corrected and placed in order in your homework packet. A homework grade sheet will be kept in the front of the homework packet which must be completely filled out to receive full homework credit. Full credit will be given if each problem has been reasonably attempted and you have shown your work. Partial credit will be given for the work that you have completed. For example, if 32 problems are assigned and you successfully complete 75% of the problems and have correctly filled out the homework grade sheet, you will receive 8 (rounded up from 7.5) points for that assignment. Homework packets are due on the day of the test by 3: 30 p.m. Packets turned in late will be worth 50% of the grade the student would have received if turned in on time. Packets will be accepted until 5 school days past the day the test was given to the class.
QUIZZES/TESTS
Quizzes will be given approximately half way through the unit of study and will be announced. Pop quizzes will be given often and will not be announced. A vocabulary quiz will be given every Friday and will be worth 30 points. It will consist of 8 terms and 1 concept question. Tests will be given upon completion of a unit of study.  

If a student is absent on the day of the quiz/test, he/she is expected to take the quiz/test the day they return unless other arrangements have been made with the teacher.
GRADING 

Grades will be comprised of the homework, quizzes, tests and any other assigned work. Grading will be done on a total points system.
