Humanimal: The Project

Investigations:  Answer the following questions by writing notes in Microsoft Word.  These notes will be submitted as part of your brainstorming/process work for your final movie evaluation.
Part A ~ Research – Save work in its own folder.
1. Explore your personality.  Reflect on the following questions to help you identify your humanimal identity!

a) What are three (3) words that you would use to describe yourself?

b) If you could live in any exotic environment, where would it be?

c) How do you act when you are in the company of… your parents?  Your teachers?  Your friends?

d) Do you prefer to be by yourself, or with people?  Why?

e) When you have to make a judgment, do you base your decision on your feelings or on reasons/intellect?
f) Do you consider yourself to be approachable, or stand-off-ish?  Why?
2. Decide which animal you believe is connected to your identity using the animal survey.  Conduct research on this animal.  Find how it behaves.  Gather visual resources.  You need to know what the animal looks like, and the pose that the animal holds.    

3. Once you have your animal selected, and an understanding of the animal’s behaviour, get ready to take your photograph.  Select clothing that is appropriate for your animal.  Direct a teammate to take a few pictures of you ‘acting’ as the animal.  Take a few pictures of possible background images or find some on line.
Part B ~ Photoshop – Save work in its own folder.
4. Place your best photographs in a folder named with your last name.  Ensure the portrait and the background are the same size ~ 8” x 10”. And set the resolution (DPI) at 100.
5. Create a selection around yourself. You will want to feather the selection so the two images blend more naturally.  Paste this onto your background, so it is on layer 2. Save this file and create three (3) duplicates as your backups to experiment with.
6. For your final piece, you are to create your Humanimal.  Carefully reference your visual research for the appearance of the animal.  Use the liquefy filter to manipulate your portrait to that of your animal.  You may wish to use some of the tools such as the paintbrush to carefully add specific details.

You may choose to completely transform into the animal, or you may just suggest the animal structure in your face as Daniel Lee does.  Save your work as a series of numbered jpegs, in stages as you move along; you will be creating an animation with these images.  The more often you save, the smoother the motion.
Part C ~ iMovie – Save final product in its own folder.
7. Use iMovie to visually show the transformation, by “Importing” each .jpeg, beginning with the first image.
8. You may need to go to “photo settings” to take off the Ken Burns effect.
9. Export your movie as a full quality quick time movie.
10. Submit:
· Your visual research, pictures of animals,
· notes on your personality type saved in Microsoft Word, and 

· your QuickTime movie

· in a folder named with your last name_human    eg. Brady_human
Evaluation:
Your final project will be based on your use of the tools & functions of Photoshop & iMovie.

( Sense of originality & creativity in choice of images

( Care & skill in gradual transformation of image

( Competent use of transitions and timing in iMovie
