1. Choose 6 - 8 Canadian cities you might consider living in, e.g. Vancouver, BC, London,

    ON, Sydney, NS, Regina, MB, etc. Write down your expectations, anything you think

    is important about living in the city at this time. Write this first, NOT last. I do not

    expect you to guess right. I expect you to make knowledgeable choice. You should

    clearly explain why you chose these cities.

2. Choose your own criteria. You decide what criteria, how many of them and

     importance of them. Your choice must be appropriate, convincing, and sufficient.

     E.g.: Population, Unemployment, Health Care (or Hospitals), Education, etc. You may

     also use the criteria of your own preference, e.g. Sport Teams, Family, or Precipitation.

3. A good project should include 10 - 12 important criteria. You should clearly explain

     why this set of criteria is important to you.

4. Write at least one paragraph about weighting factors. Explain why you weigh some

     criteria more than others. Give your reasoning NOT the circulatory opinion.

5. Include spreadsheet and graphs. Use statistical methods and include calculations.

    The correct formatting, labeling, alignment, naming headers, and framing are essential

     to successful data presentation and creating a positive image of controlling the project.

    Keep in mind that you have to do correct comparison and rating. Do not hesitate to

    ask for help or further explanation. 

6.  Summarize your findings. Give convincing conclusions about your first, second

     and third choices. Compare your findings with your expectations.

     E.g. London, ON, comes out on top for sure in this project. I think it will be a good

     choice and in fact it was the one I thought I would to live in live before I began this

     project, but this has really made it clear that most of the things that matter to me

     I will find in London, ON.
7. Remember: the project consisting of graphs and tables only is worth 65% at the most.
