Bar Graph: There are horizontal and vertical bar graphs. They are graphical display representing data in different categories or groups. The length of a rectangle or bar is used to represent the numerical amount.

Pie Chart: A type of chart divided into sections of a circle. A circle is cut up (like pieces of a pie). Each piece represents an amount. For example, the pie might represent the total number of cars parked outside the school. One piece will have a size proportional to the number of “Ford” cars for example, another piece for “Toyota” cars, etc.

T-chart: A type of chart where you can list and examine two items, like the advantages and disadvantages of being tall for example.

Data: A collection of facts or numbers. Usually you put your data in a table or chart so others can understand them easily.

Tally: The process of counting using a notch or mark instead of a number.
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X-axis: The scale that runs across the bottom of a chart; horizontal axis of a chart.

Y-axis: the scale that runs up the left side of a chart; vertical axis of a chart.
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Rows: In a table or chart, these are lines of numbers going across from one side to another; information on a horizontal line.

Columns: In a table or chart, these are lines of numbers going up from bottom to top; information on a vertical line.
