E-STAT Instructions (for using the student health data on CANSIM)
1. 1.      Direct your internet browser to E-STAT at http://estat.statcan.ca and select your language of choice.

2. 2.      Scroll down and click Accept and enter.

3. 3.      At the E-STAT Table of Contents, select Data. 

4. 4.      Under the heading People, select Education. 

5. 5.      Under CANSIM, select the heading Students. 

6. 6.      Scroll down and select Table 110-0089 - student response to question: Have you ever used or taken cannabis?, every 4 years (Percent)
7. At the subject selection under Geography, select Canada plus four more countries of your choice.
8. Under SEX select males or females
9. Under AGE group, select 15 years
10. Under Time Period select In Your Life
11. Under Student Response, select All
12. At the output specification screen, HTML Table, geography as rows
13. Click GO at the bottom of the screen.  This should create a graph similar to this:
