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Community Profiles
 is one of the most popular modules with statistical information for close to 6,000 Canadian cities, towns, villages, and Aboriginal communities from the 2006, 2001 and 1996 Censuses and the 2001 Aboriginal Peoples Survey. A simple mapping feature allows users to pinpoint the community in which they are interested and also generate thematic maps for selected census variables. For the 2006 Community Profiles, graphs can be generated with a click of the mouse. Data tables are also available for health regions, census metropolitan areas and the smaller census agglomerations.

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E-STAT contains Canada wide information from censuses of population (at province, county, community and urban neighborhood levels) plus the current and historical record from over 250 different surveys related to Canada. Teachers and students can use E-STAT to transform these statistics into colourful maps and graphs. A student-friendly interface has been added for accessing health-related data. Grade 6 – First Nation Peoples and European Explorers

Overall expectation
· demonstrate an understanding of the social, political, and economic issues facing Aboriginal peoples in Canada today
· identify early explorers and their impact on the development of Canada
