E-STAT Canada
The objective of this activity is for you to acquire a better understanding of bar graphs and data collection by creating and analyzing statistical data provided by E-STAT Canada.

To accomplish this task, follow the steps below.

1. Using your web browser, go to http://estat.statcan.ca
2. Select “ENGLISH”.
3. On the left hand column, click on “Search Census”.
4. Using the 3rd search option, select the latest census data (2001). Then, enter “Ontario” in the geographic search box.
5. Select “2001 School Attendance, Education, Field of Study, Highest Level of Schooling and Earnings” to obtain school attendance statistics.
6. Click on the “View Characteristics” button, select the first 4 options, then click on the “Back to Main Selection Form” button.
7. Click on the “Bar Chart” icon. After a few moments, a bar graph will be generated for you.
8. Click on the “Reduce Geo List” button on the bottom of the chart, select 6 provinces of your choice using the CTRL key and the left-mouse click, and click on the “Bar Chart” icon to finalize your chart.
9. Optionally, you can right-click on the bar graph and “save-as” to keep a copy of it. This way, you can insert it into your favorite program, like Word.
10. Optionally, you can click on the “Table as Columns” and “Table as Rows” to create your T-Charts (a data table containing the data used to create the bar graph).
