E-STAT is an enormous database of Statistics Canada data from both historic and recent Censuses of Canada, plus over 250 other surveys, provided free to educational institutions.
E-STAT is divided into two sections: Search CANSIM and Search Censuses
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This section contains over 36 million time series of socio-economic data from over 250 surveys, contained in over 2700 tables.  

· Search by key word, table number (e.g. 001-0014), or series/vector number (e.g., v12345), or use the provided listing of topics by subject

· Once you have selected a table, select one or more attribute from each dimension (each box of variables is a different dimension), then:
· Select Retrieve as Table if you have selected several attributes (e.g., all the provinces) but a very short time period (1-2 years)

· Select Retrieve as individual Time Series if you have selected few attributes, but a long time period 

· On the Output specification page, select your output format: Graph, Table, or Downloadable File

· Graphs can be transferred to documents by right-clicking and selecting Save Picture As and then “Insert Picture” in your document

· Select Plain text: Time as rows to transfer data into Fathom – copy only the data, not the headings or other information, and paste in a Fathom collection

· Select CSV (Comma-Separated Values) file to open data in Excel
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This section contains data from the Censuses of Canada, both historical (1665 to 1871) and recent (1986 to 2006).

· You can search by Census year, by characteristic (e.g., religion, age), or by geographic region, and then make selections at each level until you have reached the Selection page
· Once you are on the Selection page, select geographic region(s), characteristic(s), and output format (Table, Graph, Map, or Downloadable File)
