· Overview of E-STAT database and data management tool. E-STAT is in the new grade 6 to 8 Ontario mathematics curriculum. 

· Click Search Census  in the left side-bar. Under ‘Search for a geographic area’ enter the name of your community to see the E-STAT databases which contain data for your community. Select data by census tracts if you are given that option. In places like Mississauga, Brampton, or York Region near a large centre such as Toronto, you are better to actually search for ‘Toronto’. 

· Extract data by municipality for schools in smaller communities (less than 50,000) using the model Creating a profile for your Municipality   at http://www.statcan.ca/english/Estat/guide/create.htm 

· Extract data by postal code or census tract for schools in larger communities (more than 50,000) using the model “Creating a demographic profile for an urban school neighbourhood using census tract data” at http://www.statcan.ca/english/Estat/guide/demog.htm
