Jazz Band Memo #5
Hi All,

Great effort in rehearsal today, especially the challenge of Count Bubba. Bubba will likely be the hardest piece of music you will play until you go a good high school music program.

This memo only concerns playing the Festival Concert music-Born, Bubba, and Peter. There will be a separate notice for the Festival Band concert details, as I am still waiting for times etc. 
Born to be Wild:

Everyone be able to play the piece at a faster tempo. It still feels like it is about to slow done. We don’t even want the feeling that it might happen, it needs to fire on all 8 cylinders. Don’t rely on the drummer to keep it from slowing down. Brass, good job on fixing the articulations at 16-24, also the crescendo at bar 23. Saxes stand at 24-32. Tenor and trombone solo at 40.

Count Bubba:

Here are the changes we made for anyone that wants to double check their part. Long finger snap, wait for 1-2-3-4-1-2-3 (7 counts). Saxes stand at 35-50, drum solo bars 51-54 (I’ll count through it). Bar 73 fall-off on beat 1, not on beat 3. Drums solo through 73-76, band plays bars 77-80, skip 81-84. Play through 85-118 as is. Rhythm section is out at bars 99-102, I cue you in at 103. Drums boom-tap-boom-tap at 105. Everyone practice hard on bars 111-118. Some of you have quarter notes 111-112, others have upbeat eighth notes, lock it in! Last note in 118 has a fall off. Skip bars 119-137, it is a 4 bar drum solo. I’ll count through it. Band back in at 138. Same quarter verus upbeat eighth notes in bar 150. Bar 156 is the last bar of the song-the end, cross out 157-161. So, from 155, doo-ahh-2, 3, 4, 1, 2, dat, doo-dit. STOP.
Practice our version with the links I gave you at Pepper.com or Alfred.com long ago. You have the original recording on your CD.

Peter Gunn:

Start as is, at end of bar 20 go back to bar 5 and play again. We open up the chart for solos at 25-26. Solos are alto vs. trumpet, trombone vs. trombone, trumpet vs. trumpet, and last guitar. I will email soloist to be sure I have the announcer readings correct. During the guitar solo I will count 4 bars and bring you in at 27. Play it out, watch me at 53-56 for drastically slowing down. 

I still need 1 announcer for the concert, only a short paragraph per person. I promise not words of 12 syllables or more! Email me at jmdb17@gmail.com .
