Major Scale Audition Policy
· Major Scales – scores are based on a 12 point per scale number

· You will be asked 4 major scales in addition to the chromatic scale

· Scales will be selected from the following: (All scales are on your instrument – not in concert pitch!!!)

C, G, D, A, E, B, F, Bb, Eb, Ab, Db

· If you play only 1 octave of a two octave scale, you will not score more than a 6
· If you play only one octave of a three octave scale, you will not score more than a 4; 2 octaves, no more than an 8.
· Speed should be as fast as you can play each scale steady in the 1 – quarter note and 6 – 8th note pattern, but no slower than:
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· The scales would still be played either slurred or tongued for winds.  It would be good to have the mallets roll the last note of each roll for some technique.

· All scales must be memorized.

Chromatic Scale Audition Policy
All students who play scales.

All students who are auditioning on an instrument that is required to play scales must play the chromatic scale with the four other scales that are asked.  Bottom and top note is specified along with the number of octaves to be performed.

The chromatic scale should be performed in an 8th note or triplet pattern at a minimum speed of quarter note = 120 for all instruments except: French Horn, Trombone, Baritone (BC & TC), and Tuba, which may use a minimum speed of quarter note = 100.  Scales should be slurred up and tongued down (except Trombone which will tongue legato up and staccato down).
