             Jan. 7/8- Parent Testimonial #1 of 3 

Why we chose to send our children to Pope John Paul II Regional Catholic Elementary School.

We know that she 

was in good hands, safe where people cared about her.  We always have to remain vigilant regarding her medical condition.  

We know her PJPII family is always looking out for her.  This is an amazing gift.  

Our children are also learning how they impact their community.  They are taught empathy, generosity, understanding, and 

respect for all.  They are taught to follow Christ’s teachings and apply those teachings in their school, community and 

world.  The Catholic education they receive reinforces the values and beliefs we have taught them in our home.  There are 

many aspects of our society that have lost the importance of faith and family; however, Catholic education fills that gap.  It 

is essential for children to be taught God’s word in school as well as home. PJPII reminds students throughout their school 

day that God is always a part of their life, in every decision and in how they should treat others. We believe this foundation 

in their schooling is essential in raising children to become strong in faith. 

PJPII provides that spiritual foundation coupled with a superior education.  Our children are receiving an outstanding 

education provided by dedicated teachers.  We see their tuition as an investment in their future.  The challenging curriculum 

will provide them with the basis to succeed in high school and college.
