BACKGROUND INFORMATION FOR

STUDENTS

Throwghout his career as & music educator, Tamer
nisticed that students, in general, looked upon the art
of jazz rmusic as mystenous, only belonging to a small
fratemity of players who make loud, crazy sounding
rriusic without direction. As a resullt, many rmusic
caemicula do mot delve deeply into the tenets of jazz,
like improsisation and expression.

This program was created to inroduce young
audienceas to this shyie of musical expression. The
songs usad in Swingin® Through the Standards are
familiar to children. We hope this excites them, holds
ther attentive, and makes them eager to participate.
Smaooth and clear transitions easidy guide young
audiencas through the birth and history of Jazz.

Swingin' Through the Standards discusses styles ke
Boogie-Woogie and Ragtme, includes key muusical
figures such as Scofit Joplin and Louis Armstrong, and
ties in histonical figures ke Abraham Lincoln and
Thomas Jefferson. The story of jazz also allows us to
tap inte Africa and slavery, the criginal colonies, and
The Louisiana Purchase.

Improvisation and Secat Singing are discussed and
medeled by the musicians with oppofunities for
audience participation. We fhen move on to Mew
Cirleans, the birthplace of Jazz

Some students will even have 3 chance to play on
stage with the trio.




BEFORE THE PROGRAM

1. Coordinate the amval of The Tamer Trio with
a study unit that explores the cultural histony and
ethnic roots of some of the people whose music
have evolved into various jazz styles (Southem
American, Afncan, Eurcpsan).

2. The history of jazz began in the late 1800's.
The music grew from a combination of
influences, incuding Syncopated African
Rhythrrs, Armerican band traditions: and
instrments, and European hamonies and
forms. Hawe students reseanch what it was like
socially and politically during that era in the
United States.

3. et the music teacher involved! Have
students experience vanous types of [azz music,
either through listening, playing or both. Creates
a listening activity which challenges students fo
niame the style of music they are hearing. Such
as: Raglime, Boogie-Woogie, Dixisland, Swing,
Chicago Style, Bebop, Hard Bop, Cool Jazz,
and Fusion.

1. Get the music teacher involeed again! Hawve
students listen to various styles of jazz music. Have
them explore the rhythms and identify the

2. 3t the wisual arts teacher imvolved! Have shudenis
explore vanows Amencan folk ars and thedr
connections fo the cultures that infuenced tham.

3. Discuss with students the elements that help make
a creative ant form stand the test of time. Do these
criteria of judging alsc change with the times?

4. Ask students to decide what current songs and
dance styles could be popudar with audiences in the
years

come. VWhat artists, musicians, actors and dancers do
they think will still be popular in the future, and why?
