         First Reconciliation and First Communion

                               2011-2012
Small Teaching Mass - These Sunday Masses on either February 26 or March 4 at 1:00 pm are just for first sacrament students and their families. The priest will take time for instruction and will answer questions. These Masses fulfill your Sunday obligation.

First Reconciliation (Saturday, March 17th) This is a prayer service. In the middle of the service, 1st Reconciliation will take place. This is a quiet time where children and family members go to confession.  Please remain quiet while others are receiving the sacrament. After all have received, please return to your pews and remain in your seats. There is more to the celebration and the priest will conclude the ceremony.  
Retreat Day for the First Communion Candidates will be all day from 9:00-2:30pm. Half the group will come on Thursday, April 19th  and half on Friday, April 20th. The morning will be a center-based learning time and the children will travel from center to center. At noon, students will eat a bagged lunch (from home complete with beverage) with their teachers, volunteer parents and director. In the afternoon, a practice for First Communion is planned in the church.  Pick up is 2:30pm in the Grimes Center for RES students; St. Denis students return to school and have dismissal as usual.  I have contacted the Haverford Elementary Schools and this is an excused absence with no testing planned for the retreat days.  
First Holy Communion – Saturday, April 28, 2012- No photos will be taken during the Mass. There will be a professional photographer at the altar. Portrait photos are available in advance of this day. 
Attire for First Communion. It is a “dressed-up” occasion. Choice of clothing is left to the discretion of parents. First Communion is a sacrament of initiation and directly relates to Baptism, so white is very significant and is a reminder that we are clothed in holiness.  What can you expect to see? - dressy shoes, white dresses for the girls.  Most wear veils or head pieces of some kind. Boys wear a jacket, shirt, tie, good pants, dressy shoes.  There are usually a few white suits and those with navy jackets and khaki/white pants. Some boys have worn a white tie and/or white shirt with the blazer. Any color tie or shirt is acceptable attire.
