2. Incorrect or incomplete (see rule 1) solutions will be returned to you the following school day and may be resubmitted.  You may enter as many times as you like during the eligibility week and hints will be provided when incorrect solutions are returned, as well.
3. The entry deadline is the end of the school day on Fridays.  Students may also e-mail their solutions to Mr. D during the weekends.  Emailed solutions must be submitted before midnight on Sunday to be eligible for extra credit.  Feedback and suggestions will be given to any solutions sent before 8 PM on Sundays.  Send your answers (it is not necessary to send your steps) or questions to MrDWSD@aol.com.  Do not use the wsdweb.org account.
4. Solutions and new problems are posted every Monday morning.
