· I. Foreign Aid

· A) The U.S. provides economic and military assistance to foreign nations

· 1) Lend-Lease (U.S. gave military aid to allies during WWII)

· 2) Marshall Plan

· a) Europe destroyed after WWII

· b) US gave billions in aid to rebuild Western Europe

· 3) USAID (U.S. Agency for International Development)

· a) agency in charge of implementing foreign aid programs

· b) Goals of USAID

· 1) promote economic growth abroad

· 2) advance democracy in world

· 3) assist disaster victims

· 4) promote public health

· 5) protect environment

· II.  Alliances and Pacts

· A) Defense Alliances

· 1) U.S. makes agreements with foreign nations to promote COLLECTIVE SECURITY (promoting peace through guarantee of mutual defense)

· B) NORTH ATLANTIC TREATY ORGANIZATION (NATO) (1949)

· 1) Western nations signed agreement to defend against attack in N. America or Europe (attack against one is attack against all)

· 2) NATO is multi-lateral treaty (agreement signed by several countries)

· a) 1949----12 members

· b) 2004----26 members

· C) RIO Pact (Inter-American Treaty of Reciprocal Assistance of 1947)

· 1) mutual defense pact says attack against any of the 22 states of Americas is attack against ALL 22 nations

· (Falkland Islands War)

· D) Organization of American States (O.A.S.)

· 1) resolves economic disputes among 22 American nations


E) Bilateral Treaties of Alliance


1) US has many security agreements with various individual countries
