· I.  Growth of the Youth Movement

· A) Roots of the Movement

· 1) The threat of nuclear war made many young people worry about their future

· 2) fear of dying made youths start to think seriously about what was going on around them in society

· 3) More people attended college than ever before and were exposed to new ideas

· B) Students for a Democratic Society

· 1) Students became angry that “wealthy old people” controlled everything

· 2) NEW LEFT----Students joined groups demanding equality and end to Vietnam war, nukes, sexism, and racism

· C) Free Speech Movement

· 1) Young people tired of getting told what to do

· 2) They demanded right to protest at schools and universities

· 3) They fought to eliminate dress codes

· 4) had morning prayer removed from schools

· II.  The Counterculture

· A) Hippies

· 1) To prove their independence, youths wore wild clothes, did drugs, promoted sexual freedom and listened to rock music

· 2) Communes

· a) Many hippies moved to communities where they lived with nature and shared everything

· B) Decline of the Counterculture

· 1) As young people got older they moved away from sex, drugs, and rock-n-roll lifestyle

· 2) Hippies realized that if they wanted material things in life they would have to conform to society

· (Are they sellouts?  Can you stay hippie forever?)

· III.  Impact of the Counterculture

· A) Fashion

· 1) Young people used fashion to show they didn’t want to “follow the rules”

· B) The Beatles expressed the times through their music---each album shows group getting older and dealing with counter-culture
