Explain the tactics the Allies used to invade Germany and to defeat Japan

Outline the reasons the Allies created the United Nations and held war crimes trials

I.  The Third Reich Collapses

A) FDR knew Hitler was committing atrocities

1) FDR wanted to punish Nazis for war crimes but had to defeat them before doing anything about it

B) Battle of the Bulge

1) After D-Day, Allies slowly pushed toward Germany

2) Germany tried last effort to stop Allies

3) After 3 weeks US defeated Germans

4) Germans no longer able to stop Allies from marching to Germany

C) V-E Day (Victory in Europe)

1) Germans fought Allies on western border and Russian on eastern border

2) Germans preferred Allies over Russian so surrendered to US but fought Russia hard

3) Hitler kills himself and has his body burned to prevent mutilation (like Mussolini)

4) May  7, 1945 Germany surrenders and war in Europe ends

II.  Japan is Defeated

A) FDR dies shortly before German surrender (April 12, 1945)

B) Harry S. Truman becomes President

C) Allies try to defeat Japan finally

D) Iwo Jima

1) US needed island base close to Japan so it could bomb them better

2) US took Iwo Jima in bloodiest fighting of war---artillery literally blew bodies apart everywhere

E) Firebombing Japan

1) To destroy Japanese supplies, US dropped NAPALM bombs (jellied gasoline) to cause enormous fires and kill many people

2) 80,000 Japanese and 250,000 buildings destroyed by NAPALM

F) Getting Japan to Surrender

1) US wanted unconditional surrender

2) Japanese refused to surrender unless Japanese emperor allowed to stay in power

3) Manhattan Project

a) US secretly working on atomic bomb to force Japanese surrender

4) US believed that dropping A-Bomb would force surrender while saving lives of troops that would have died during invasion of Japan

5) Enola Gay

a) US airplane that dropped first A-bomb on Hiroshima killing 100,000 people

b) second bomb dropped on Nagasaki killing 50,000

6) Japan shocked by damage from A-bomb and surrenders 08/09/45 (V-J Day)

III.  Building a New World

A) Allies determined not to have another World War

B) US helps create United Nations

C) Format of United Nations

1) each country gets one vote

2) Security Council—11 nations that get veto power over any resolution passed by U.N.

3) USA, USSR, China, Britain, France are permanent members of Security Council---remaining 6 members get voted in

4) Secretary General---elected leader of the United Nations

Punishing the Evildoers 

A) Allies looked to punish Nazis for war crimes against Jews

1) Nuremburg Trials

Nazi leaders who ran Holocaust were put on trial and either jailed or executed for their war crimes.
