I.  Theodore Roosevelt

A) Election of 1900

1) William McKinley re-elected President (Roosevelt was VP)

2) September 6, 1901—McKinley assassinated by anarchist

3) Teddy Roosevelt becomes President at age 42

B) Roosevelt wants to expand American power

1) Asia

a) Spheres of Influence

Most European countries had areas of China where they had exclusive control and trading rights

b) Open Door Policy


US offered plan to have all countries trade equally with China so everyone could benefit 

C) Boxer Rebellion

1) 1900---Chinese rebels try to kick foreigners out of China

2) Europe wanted to punish China by breaking it into colonies but US able to keep Open Door Policy intact

II.  The Caribbean

A) The Panama Canal

1) Rights to build canal in Panama owned by Britain

2) Hay-Paunceforte Treaty

Roosevelt negotiated with Britain to give US right to build canal

3) Columbia controlled Panama and wouldn’t let US build canal

4) US encouraged Panama to declare independence and used US navy to prevent Columbians from interfering

B) Roosevelt Corollary

1) 1904—Roosevelt announced that US would intervene whenever necessary in Latin America to maintain political and economic stability

2) If someone had dispute with Latin America they had to first go to US who would then settle matter for everyone

3) Roosevelt Corollary is extension of Monroe Doctrine

C) Banana Republics

1) US Companies grew banana in central America and treated native workers terribly  (many died from work and chemical fertilizers)

2) When natives complained or tried to kick out US companies US govt. stepped in to protect Banana companies

3) Dollar Diplomacy

US used money to prop up governments that supported American interests even if they were brutal dictators.

Result:  Many people hated US for helping dictators oppress them
