Religion (312, 313, 314)

We begin each day with prayer.  Then, the lesson is introduced in class to the students.  Each lesson has three sections: We Gather, We Believe, and We Respond.  After each lesson, the students copy important vocabulary and information from the text into our notebooks.  All notes are taken directly from the textbook.  There will be three occasions for Religion homework: 1) Parent Page  2) Study for Test/Get Test Signed  3) Work on Project (one per quarter)

Math (312, 313, 314)
We begin each day with Mental Math.  (On Friday, we do Mad Minute, too.)  Then, the lesson is introduced in class to the students.  Important vocabulary and samples are copied into the students’ notebooks.  After the introduction, the students are given some time to practice the new concept.  Students should take their notebooks and workbooks home to complete homework assignments.  Every night (except Friday) students will be given some practice homework, more than likely a workbook page.  Students should NOT spend more than 30 minutes doing Math homework.  Circle the difficult problems; we will review them in class the next day.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION:

· There is NO homework on Fridays, except for getting a head start on projects/assignments.

· All tests, quizzes, project score sheets must be signed.  My class materials are sent home on Thursdays in their Thursday folders.

· All homework when not give a “grade” is worth 3 points for participation.  When it is late, it is worth 1 point, and if I never receive it, it is worth 0 points.
