Core Questions
A Proposed Definition:

A core question is the guiding force behind a student’s Exhibition.  The question is not one that has a single, solid answer, but instead requires research and discovery that leads the student to develop his/her own solution to the given problem.

Elements of a good core question:
· Open-ended and exploratory with opportunities for problem-solving and application (offers more than one solution);
· Rich and complex (leads students to study and investigate not just one, but a number of different areas);
· Drawn from student interest;
· Commits the student to a path to knowledge and learning stretch;

· Demands academic rigor with meaningful and significant content;
· Rooted in real-world issues;
· Concerned with school or community issues;
· Framed by Standards/Proficiencies/GSEs; and
· Should use words like HOW, WHY, AND SHOULD.
Some Sample Questions:

· How can magazines better tailor content in order to promote a positive self image?

· How can I modify the school desk to benefit students?

· Is a business plan necessary when starting your own DJ company?

· Why is obesity a rising epidemic among children in America?

· How can educating families and people with obsessive-compulsive disorder improve the success of treatments?
· What programs and policies can governments establish to limit the destruction of ocean habitats?
· How can dance therapy help alleviate the distress caused by traumatic experiences?
· How is the world’s overpopulation affecting individuals?

· How could the Town of Lincoln benefit from the installation of a Synthetic Turf athletic field?
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
